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USA Volleyball is implementing a pay 
increase and improved benefits for officials 
working at its owned 2024-25 indoor and 

beach volleyball events.
At the top end of 

the pay scale, an FIVB 
or continental-level 
international official will 
make $57 per match as a 
first (R1) or second (R2) 
referee at USA Volley-

ball-owned indoor events.
Among the USA Volleyball-owned 

events that will see a pay and benefits 

increase in 2025 are all three 2025 girls 
junior national championships, the Boys 
Junior National Championship and the 
Beach National Championship.

At an indoor event, a national-level official 
will make $55 per match as an R1 or R2.

The increase goes all the way to assigned 
line judges, who will make $43 per match.

On the beach, a head referee will earn 
$400 for a full day of work and $300 for a 
half day. A Tier C Zonal Monitor will see 
a pay increase to $300 for a full day and 
$250 for a half day.

“Officials are essential for USA Volley-

ball events,” said Pati Rolf, USA Volleyball 
director, officials. “Our officials are some 
of the best in the world. They take time 
away from their families and other activi-
ties and sometimes other jobs to work our 
events and they should be compensated 
for that.”

Among the other improved benefits for 
officials at USA Volleyball-owned events 
will be $20 a day for food along with free 
snacks and water, free housing and free 
Mizuno gear.

There is also a bonus structure for offi-
cials who work multiple events.

USA Volleyball improves benefits for refs at its events

Building strong relationships 
with your assignor is essential 
for referees to enjoy a positive 
working environment.

Respond promptly to commu-
nication from your assignor and 
never hesitate to reach out.

Regular Updates: Keep your 
assignor informed about your 
availability, any changes in your 
schedule, and any issues that pop 

up during assignments.

Professionalism
Maintaining a high level of 

professionalism is crucial in 
establishing trust and respect.

* Punctuality: Always arrive 
on time for your assignments. 
Reach out to your assignor or 
tournament director if you need 
clarification on your start time.

* Dress Code: Take pride in how 
you look and always adhere to the 
appropriate USAV dress code for 
referees. Present yourself profession-
ally and always wear your USAV 
patch for your assigned Badger 
Region/USAV events.

* Be prepared: Always come 
prepared for your assignments, 
knowing the rules of your 
specific tournament by reading 
the pre-tournament information 
and any unusual requirements/
rules for the tournament. If you 
have questions about the event, 
talk to the tournament/site 
director when you arrive at the 
tournament.

Reliability
Reliability is a valued trait in 

referees, and it strengthens your 
reputation with your assignor 

and your region.
Commitment: Show your 

commitment by being willing to 
take on additional assignments 
when needed and helping out in 
emergencies.

If you need help or a change 
in your assignment, please reach 
out to your assignor as soon as 
possible.

Building relationships
Building a positive relation-

ship with your assignor and 
members of your region can 
lead to a more supportive and 
collaborative environment.

Take the time to know your 
assignor and other officials on a 
personal level. Simple gestures 
like greeting them warmly or 
introducing yourself to a new 
official can go a long way.

Participate in meetings and 
training sessions organized by 

your region. Your involvement 
shows that you are committed to 
being part of the team.

Demonstrating a commitment 
to continuous learning and 
improvement can enhance your 
standing with your assignor and 
your region.

Request and attend available 
mentoring: Regular mentoring 
and training sessions help keep 
your skills updated. 

Stay Informed: Keep up with 
the latest rules and regulations 
and review ref modules or the 
USAV rule book as well as the 
annual critical rules and points 
of emphasis. Being knowledge-
able enhances your credibility 
and effectiveness as a referee.

Conflict resolution
Effectively managing and 

resolving conflicts is essential in 
maintaining strong relationships.

* Address Issues Right Away: 
If conflicts arise, address them 
promptly and professionally.

Regions 
have to follow the lead of USA 
Volleyball on lots of policies, but 
can set up the infrastructure at the 
local level that is best for each part 
of the country.

When someone has a concern, 
they contact their Region office.

If there are athletes that want to 
play and just compete at the local 
level, the Region can direct them 
to those resources. If they want to 
travel the country and compete 
on the national stage, Regions can 
point athletes and coaches to those 
types of opportunities, too.

Regional Volleyball Associa-
tions, like the Badger Region, are 
the grassroots, localized, custom-
er-support hubs throughout the 
country.

USA Volleyball sets the stan-
dards, structure and the frame-
work that the 40 Regions of USA 
Volleyball operate within.

USA Volleyball is also the only 
entity in the United States that 
can send a team to the Olympics, 
NORCECA or other FIVB Cham-
pionship Events.

The Regions work very closely 
with the clubs because the clubs 
are working with athletes, coaches 
and officials in the community.

Regions are on the ground level 
where that 10-year-old gets his 
first serve over the net, or where 
an official advances to her next 
level or where a coach receives 
mentoring that helps them guide 
future ballers.

How is the Badger Region Board structured?
The Badger Region Volleyball Association 

is governed by a Board of Directors that 
must be elected by members on a regular 
basis. Area reps serve three-year terms, while 
members of the executive board serve four-
year terms.

Members, whether they are players, 
coaches, parents, directors, athletic trainers 
or officials, are encouraged to communicate 
with their respective representative if they 

think policies or financial decision in the 
Region need to be changed. 

Some policies enforced by Badger Region 
come from USA Volleyball, our sport’s 
national governing body, so those can’t be 
changed.

Plus, there are 
two at-large board members who you can 
approach if you don’t feel comfortable with 
your current rep. And there is a rep dedi-
cated just to issues that surround our Junior 
volleyball clubs and athletes.
