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On Feb.16, 2025, the lives of the Murphy 
family changed forever. Charlie (13), Georgia 
(12), Jojo, and Quin were on their way home 
from a volleyball tournament in Chicago 
when a driver attempting to pass on the other 
side of the road did not see their car and hit 
them head-on.

The accident was devastating. Charlie and 
Georgia were med-flighted to Chicago-area 
children's hospitals, while Jojo and Quin were 
taken to another hospital, and Jojo was later 
transferred to another. This has left their family 
physically separated in 4 different hospitals, 
each fighting their own battles to heal, with 
separate care teams and individual family 
members being at every location helping them.

Meet Charlie & Georgia
Charlie (13) is kind, funny, and full of 

creativity. He has a heart of gold, a natural 
charisma that draws people in, and a love for 
bike riding, video games, and hanging out 
with his friends.

Georgia (12) is fun, kind, and full of 
energy. She is a dedicated volleyball player 
for Madtown 121 National Team who loves 
spending time with her friends and team-
mates. Her passion for Volleyball and her 
bright personality make her an amazing 
friend. She loves all things girly from skin-
care, hair, make-up to all the fun!
Their Parents – Jojo & Quin

Jojo and Quin are amazing parents who are 
deeply rooted in Middleton/Cross Plains, and 
St. Francis community in Cross Plains, WI. 
Quin works as a general contractor, and Jojo is 
an office manager. They are the kind of people 
who give so much, and now they need our help.

Their Injuries & Recovery Journey
The family sustained severe injuries, and 

their recovery will be long.

Charlie & Georgia – Both remain medically 
sedated as they recover from surgeries, with 
more ahead. They are in critical but stable con-
dition and are in the best possible care. Georgia 
had a succssful surgery Feb. 19.

Quin – Multiple broken bones: pelvic, 
leg, ankle, and internal injuries. He has been 
transferred out of ICU and is doing better 
but has a long healing process and more 
surgeries ahead.

Jojo – Suffered five broken bones in her 
back, a fractured sternum, wrist, and finger, 
along with cuts and bruises. She remains in-
credibly strong for her family and is expected 
to be fitted for a back brace today before 
being transferred out of ICU soon.

How You Can Help
This journey will require months of recovery, 

physical therapy, home modifications (wheel 
chairs and ramps), and extensive medical care. 
Quin's work as a general contractor requires 
manual labor, which he won’t be able to do for 
months. With both parents unable to work, the 

family needs financial support to cover living 
expenses, medical bills, and ongoing care for at 
least the next six months.

The coaching staff will narrow 
down their group of 30 to the 12 
athletes who will be offered spots 
on the travel team after May 10. The 
12 athletes chosen for the team and 
a handful of alternates will come 
together July 15-16 for an overnight 
camp at Lakeland University. Costs 
of the training dates and overnight 
camp will be announced soon.

Every two years, the age defini-
tions for what athletes are eligible 
for are updated by the FIVB – the 
international governing body of the 
sport of volleyball. These age defi-
nitions govern High Performance 
All Star programs across all Regions 
and USA Volleyball because the 
culminating event that takes place 
in late July is, in fact, an interna-
tional tournament and therefore 
makes the age definitions consistent 
throughout the world. 

Therefore, the Badger Region 
must abide by these age definitions, 
which don’t allow for age waivers. 
Every athlete in the Badger Region 
is eligible for our High Performance 
All Star program for at least four (or 
five) years – so make sure to take 
advantage of this time when it’s your 
turn.

U19: Born in 2006-07 (boys 
only)

U17: Born in 2008-09
U15: Born in 2010-11
U13: Born in 2011-12 (girls 

only)
*Note, these are not the same age 

definitions as used by USA Volley-
ball, as the All-Star program is an 
international program and must 
follow FIVB age regulations. 

Are there other divisions other 
than those listed above?

Yes, there are. However, due to 
numbers, space, costs and previ-
ous interest in other age levels, the 
Region elects to only enter teams in 
the divisions listed above.

Why are the age divisions set up 
like this?

The FIVB sets up the birth-year 
based age definitions. In the US, 
age definitions are set up mostly by 
“grade in school.” However, other 
countries do not have the same 
school systems as the U.S., thus 
making the birth-year based age 
definitions a more level playing 
field. In addition, (think Olympics) 
in many international competitions, 
a team (or athlete) must qualify for 
an international championship in 
the first year of the cycle and then 
compete for the title in the second 
year of the cycle. We do not have to 
qualify for the USA All-Star Cham-
pionships, but the model is set up 
in the two-year cycles just like other 
international events.

If my son or daughter is no longer 
eligible for any of the Badger Region 

age divisions, what other options 
does he or she have? 
Some of the highest-level athletes 
may receive invitation to the USA 
Volleyball National Team Devel-
opment Program and participate 
in such events as NORCECA Cham-
pionships, FIVB World Champi-
onships and other USAV-based 
programs. Since those programs are 
only for the most elite of athletes, 
we suggest looking into elite-level 
collegiate camps at schools around 
the country. Competing in beach 

and grass events will also make the 
athlete a much better, well-rounded 
player.

Madison is the site for the 2025 
USA All-Star Championships? 
What do we know about this event?

The event starts July 23 with 
team check-in and practices at 
the Alliant Energy Expo Center 
and will feature four days of com-
petition from July 24-27. There 
will be nine divisions of both 
boys and girls volleyball ages 
13-19. More than 100 participat-
ing teams will come from the 40 
regions of USA Volleyball along 
with international teams. In the 
past, teams from Canada, Puerto 
Rico, Australia and New Zealand 
have attended the event. 

Athletes will find their own 
transportation to Madison and 
meet at the Expo Center the 
morning of July 23. The athletes 
will stay together in the Clarion 
Hotel (attached to the convention 
center) for the duration of the 
event. Athletes will be released to 
their parents the evening of July 

27 at the conclusion of team com-
petition, meetings and activities.

If an athlete makes the final roster 
that travels to Madison, what addi-
tional costs are there?

Final costs are still being worked 
on as hotel and tournament ar-
rangements are still pending. Cost 
will include hotel (three to a room), 
a warmup shirt (to keep) as well 
program costs for jerseys, coach-
es, etc. The only other costs that 
athletes incur is the cost of food that 
they purchase at the grocery stores 
or at restaurants. Only a limited 
number of team meals are provided 
by the Badger Region.  

What are some other perks of 
being part of the Badger Region 
All-Star team?

* Athletes learn the rules and pro-
cedures of international volleyball 
competition

* Film study and opponent scout-
ing using film review

* Mental health discussions and 
tools shared with athletes

* Opportunity to work with elite 
coaches from around the Badger 
Region with ties to multiple colleges 
and universities

Do parents have to come to the 
tournament?

The Badger Region staff and its 
coaches serve as chaperones for 
the event. If the parents attend 
the All-Star Championships, they 
are allowed to take their son or 
daughter back home (or to another 
destination) at the conclusion of 
the tournament, after giving written 
permission. 

Parents are welcome to attend the 
event, but are asked to understand 
that the teams will be doing things 
as a group, so there are minimal, if 
any, chances to have “family time.” 
This experience differs greatly from 
a traditional club tournament where 
players go with their family when 
the team isn’t playing. During the 
All-Star Championship, it isn’t a 
vacation. It is expected that the team 
remains together, preparing for 
matches and taking care of them-
selves with sleep, hydration and 
food. There may be opportunities 
for parents to help coordinate team 
meals or a few events or outings, but 
that would be for the entire group at 
a time determined by the coaches.

Different rule sets
The USA All-Star Championships serves as an opportunity for athletes 
to play under international rule sets, and allows referees training to be-
come international officials the opportunity to officiate under such rules. 
 
What are some of the key rule differences? 
 
* The libero CANNOT serve. The libero is designated for the match 
* Substitutions are limited (A team only gets six subs per set -- except for 
the Girls U13 division) 
* If the ball hits the ceiling it is out. 
* Only the head coach can stand. 
* We play best 3 out of 5 sets. Usually, two matches per day are played. 
* There is a technical timeout when the first team reaches 13 if a time-
out isn’t called prior to that. Teams must wait outside the court until they 
are brought back into the court by the R2. 
* Simultaneous contact by two players counts as two hits. 
 
How does this impact athletes like those in the Badger Region High 
Performance All-Star program? 
 
It is vital that some athletes be accomplished utility players. A middle 
who can hit on the right side. Outsides and right sides who can hit on 
both pins. Liberos who can be worked in as a back-up setter if needed. 
Outside hitters need to play all six rotations due to the lack of substitu-
tions allowed in international events. All of these are considerations our 
coaches must look at when building their final rosters. Also, because of 
the program goals and the limited substitutions, there will not be equal 
playing time.

Tickets for the match at the 
home of MU men's basketball and 
the NBA's Milwaukee Bucks will go 
on sale in late spring or early sum-
mer.

"We are excited to be back at 

Fiserv Forum and showcase the high 
level of volleyball being played in this 
state," said now former Marquette 
head coach Ryan Theis. "Our match 
two years ago at the venue was record 
setting and the event is something 
our student-athletes and coaches will 
always remember. We are looking 
forward to another great turnout 
celebrating one of the fastest growing 
sports in the nation and our amazing 
fans at Marquette."

Theis announced on Feb. 17 that 
he is leaving Marquette to become 
the next head coach at the Univer-
sity of Florida.

The Golden Eagles and Badgers 
played in front of 17,037 fans at 
Fiserv Forum on Sept. 13, 2023, 
still an NCAA attendance record 
for an indoor regular season 
game. It remains a state record for 
attendance at a women's sporting 
event and ranks as the 15th-most 
attended NCAA women's volley-
ball match ever (including NCAA 
tournament play).

The 2024 NCAA Division I 
Women's Volleyball Championship 
title match drew 1.3 million view-
ers on network television (ABC), 
while the tournament itself was the 

most-consumed ever as more than 
1.3 billion minutes were watched 
across all ESPN platforms.

The two perennial NCAA tour-
nament participants each advanced 
to NCAA regional competition 
last fall and the Badgers captured a 
national championship in 2021.

Make sure your jerseys are compliant before ordering
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The Badger Region Volleyball Association 
wants to make sure your team's jerseys are 
compliant with all rule sets and changes that 
have gone into effect.

To do so, the Region’s Ref Chair is en-
couraging club directors or coaches to send 
images if there is any concern that numbers 
are not contrasting enough with the dom-

inant color of the jersey or if a jersey is not 
contrasting for libero purposes. The photos of 
the jerseys should not be of any junior athlete 
in uniform.

Reminder: All numbers must clearly con-
trast with the color of the jersey, regardless of 
the color of the outline of the number.

If your team plans to attend a USA Vol-

leyball Boys or Girls Qualifier or National 
Championship, the Region can also help 
direct you as to the proper channels you must 
go through to get jersey waivers.

JERSEY NUMBER
* A player’s uniform consists of a jersey and 
shorts or athletic sports pants.
* The color and design for the jerseys and 
shorts or athletic/sports pants must be uni-
form for the team (except for the Libero).
* It is forbidden to wear uniforms of a color dif-
ferent from that of the other players (except for 
the Liberos), and/or without official numbers.
* Compression pads (padded injury protection 
devices such as elbow pads and knee pads 
and compression sleeves) may be worn for pro-
tection or support. The color of the compres-
sion pads does not need to be the same for 
the team members, nor does the color need to 
match the predominant color(s) of the uniform.
* For nationally sanctioned competition, 
uniforms must be identical except for sleeve 
length and the Libero players.
* Socks, sport shoes, knee pads, an compres-
sion pads are not part of the uniform.
* Uniform bottoms of different lengths are 
allowed, as long as the colors match.
* The shoes must be light and pliable with 
rubber or composite soles.

*  Players may wear glasses or lenses at their own risk.
*  A head covering made from cloth or soft, non-abrasive 
fabric may be worn.
*  Hats of any style are not permitted.
*  A guard or brace, or headgear, are permitted; padding 
or a covering may be necessary.
*  It is prohibited to wear a cast, even if padded.
*  A prosthetic limb(s) is permitted; sharp edges need to 
be wrapped or padded to ensure safety.
*  Jewelry may be worn provided its nature does not pres-
ent a concern for safety, such as extremely long necklaces 
and/or necklaces with large medallions, or large hoop 
earrings.

*  A single manufacturer’s logo or trademark on the 
outside of the jerseys or shorts, provided that the 

logo or trademark does not 
exceed 14.6 square cm 
(2.25 square inches) is 

allowed.
*  Sponsor logos are permitted provided they are 
identical on each uniform and do not obstruct the 
view of the uniform number.

*  The Libero must wear a jersey that clearly 
contrasts with, and has a different dominant 
color from, the jersey of their teammates.
*  The Liberos’ uniform bottom does not need 
to match their teammates uniform bottoms.
* The Libero jersey number shall meet all 
Jersey Number specifications.
*  When two Liberos are used, both Libros can 
be in uniforms different from each other and 
from the rest of the team.

If undergarments, including but not 
limited to T-shirts, boxer shorts, tights, 
leotards, body suits, bicycle shorts, sports 
bras, etc., are worn in such a manner that 
they are exposed, they will be considered 
a part of the uniform. In that case they 
must be similar and the same color for any 
team members (except the Libero) who 
wear such an undergarment

*  The players’ jerseys must be numbered in a perma-
nent manner from 1 to 99 using Arabic numerals.
*  Duplicate numbers are not allowed.
*  Uniform numbers must be clearly visible and cen-
tered side to side on the front and back of the jersey.
*  Numbers are recommended to be placed on the 
upper half of the jersey and must not extend below 
the players waist or tucked into the uniform bottom.
*  Each jersey must use the same color and number 
height for all players, except the Libero’s jersey, 
which may have different colored and sized numbers, 
provided it still meets the minimum size criteria.
*  The color and brightness of the numbers must 
contrast with the color and brightness of the jersey. 
Irrespective of any border around the number.
*  Color combinations including but not limited to 
purple/black, dark green/black, navy/black, white/
light yellow, or navy/maroon are not distinctive 
enough to comply with the rules.
*  The numbers must be a minimum of 10 cm (4”) 
in height on the chest and a minimum of 15 cm (6”) 
in height on the back. (It is recommended that the 
numbers be a minimum of 15 cm (6”) in height on the 
front and a minimum of 20 cm (8”) on the back.
*  The stripe forming the numbers shall be a mini-
mum of 2 cm (3/4”) in width throughout

*  No restrictions.

How is the Badger Region Board structured?
The Badger Region Volleyball Association 

is governed by a Board of Directors that 
must be elected by members on a regular 
basis. Area reps serve three-year terms, while 
members of the executive board serve four-
year terms.

Members, whether they are players, 
coaches, parents, directors, athletic trainers 
or officials, are encouraged to communicate 
with their respective representative if they 

think policies or financial decision in the 
Region need to be changed. 

Some policies enforced by Badger Region 
come from USA Volleyball, our sport’s 
national governing body, so those can’t be 
changed.

The Board is advised by a 11 chairpersons 
(or experts) in various parts of the game, 
and five staff members (some of which have 
multiple responsibilities).

The state is divided into five parts geo-
graphically for representation. Plus, there are 
two at-large board members who you can 
approach if you don’t feel comfortable with 
your current rep. And there is a rep dedi-
cated just to issues that surround our Junior 
volleyball clubs and athletes.

You’ll be hearing from each Board mem-
ber twice a year in the form of a column in 
the Badger Beacon.
